_____2.Remember that summer courses require about 3-5 HOURS OF WORK EACH DAY (depending on the course), MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY.    You must have daily access to the Internet for the duration of summer school.  There are no exceptions made for students who attend camps or go on vacations where they do not have access to the Internet.  
_____3.Check with your distance learning advisor (DLA) for any school guidelines that you must follow while taking your NCVPS course.    
_____4.Confirm with your advisor/guidance counselor that you are enrolled in the course and not waitlisted.  If you are waitlisted, you may get into the course if new sections are opened OR if other students enrolled in the course withdraw from the course.  No students will move off the waitlist after the 5th day of a course.  
NOTE: Students enrolled in German courses through Oklahoma State University (OSU) will receive their usernames and passwords in an email from OSU.  They will use the student email address in the registration system.  Be sure your DLA has your correct email address in the registration system.

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NOTE:  If you know that you are enrolled in a course, you may try logging in before the first day of class.  NCVPS often opens courses early for students to check out the course, BUT you will not be able to work on any assignments until the first day of the course.  Waitlisted students will not have this access.

If you enroll after classes begin, it may take 24 to 48 hours before you get access to your course.

_____ 2. Read the first announcement posted by the teacher.  Follow any instructions given. 
  
_____ 3. Go through all the buttons on the left navigation bar of the course to familiarize yourself with the course. 
  
_____  4.  Communicate with your teacher via email or telephone call.  Use the email messaging system within Blackboard.  In your Blackboard course, click on the Communication button and then choose either Messages or Send Email to contact your teacher.    
  You can also use your personal email to contact your teacher.  You will find your teacher’s contact information under the “Your Teacher” tab in your course.  Build a communication relationship with both your teacher and DLA.  
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_____ 5. Begin working on your first unit!  You must begin working right away. Summer courses require about 4 HOURS OF WORK EACH DAY, MONDAY THROUGH FRIDAY.    You must have daily access to the Internet for the duration of summer school.  There are no exceptions made for students who attend camps or go on vacations where they do not have access to the Internet.  

  
_____ 6. Know the Blackboard help desk number: 1-866-223-1028.  This help desk can help you with Blackboard technical issues only, including resetting your password.

_____ 1.  The 10th day of the course is the last day that you can drop a course.  You must be dropped by your DLA.  A teacher cannot drop you from the course.  Any student still on the roster after the 10th day will receive a grade for the course.    
  
_____ 2. If you are in an EOC or CTE course, check with your DLA to see when you will take your EOC or CTE test.  Those tests will be administered by your local school and count 25% of your final grade.  NOTE: If you are enrolled in a CTE course, your DLA must enroll you in the Elements program in order for you to be tested. Please check with your DLA to make sure you are enrolled in the Elements program.
